PROGRESS UPDATE 
Work continues to progress on the new shared path 
alongside Poorman Valley Stream, between Main 
Rd Stoke and Neale Avenue.  
The new retaining walls have been completed and 
the concrete path construction is underway. The 
pathway is being poured in stages, working back 
towards the Countdown carpark.
